on the Great Eastern railway from Bishop's Stortford to
Braintree, in‘the Western division of the county, Uttlesford
hundred, Dunmow union, petty sessional division and county
court district, rural deancry of Newport, archdeaconry of
Colchester and diocese of St. Albans, 4 miles west from
Dunmow, 36 from London and 4 east from Bishop’s Stort-
ford, on the road to Dunmow. The railway station is
situated within the parish of Hatfield Broad Oak, but is
called Takeley station. The church of the Holy Trinity is
an ancient building of flint, in mixed styles, eonsisting of
chancel, nave, south aisle, south porch and an embattied
western tower with small spire, and containing 4 bells:
the chancel was restored in 1874, and at the same time the
panshlo_ucrs erected a chancel arch und organ chamber.
The register dates from about the year 1662. The living is
2 vicarage, yearly value from tithe rentcharge £345, with
6 acres of giebe and residence, in the gift of the Bishop of
St. Albans, and held since 1868 by the Rev. Robert Hart
M.A. of Corpus Christi college, Cambridge, diocesan in-
spector of schools.
