The will of Robert Garrett E.R.O. BR/30/197

I Robert Garrett of Takeley in the County of Essex, being of sound and disposing mind and memory, ( Thanks be to God for the same ) Do make and declare this  my last Will and testament in manner following, that is to say I give and devise unto my two sons Robert Garrett and Mumford Garrett all that my Messuage or Tenements and Farm and all the Barns, Stables, Outhouses, Yards, Orchards, lands, Grounds and Tenements thereto belonging, and therewith now belonging and enjoyed as past, they therefore being part Freehold and part Copyhold, with their appurtenances, situate lying and being in Takeley aforesaid and now or late in my own proper occupation.  

To Hold the same unto my two said sons, their heirs or assignes for ever as Tenants in Common and not as Joint tenants, subject nevertheless and charged, and I do hereby subject and charge all my said devised premises to and with the payment of the sum of £10 of lawful money og Great Britain to Rosanna my wife, and of the sum of £30 of like money to each of my five children, namely Mary wife of John Plaistow, Thomas Garrett, Sarah the wife of --- Farranr, William Garrett and Joseph Garrett. And I direct the same several sums to be paid within one year after my decease, but without any interest for the same. And I will that if default shall be made in payment of the several sums or any of them or any part thereof at the time appointed Then it shall be lawful for the said Rosanna my wife or her assignes and the said Mary Plaistow, Tomas Garrett, Sarah Farrant, William Garret and Joseph Garrett my children or any of them respectively or their respective executors, administrators or assigns, being unpaid as aforesaid, unto all the said devised premises or any part thereof in the name of the whole to enter and the same to hold and enjoy, and the rents and profits to receive and take to his, hers or their own use, until the said several sums or such of then as shall be unpaid and satisfied, together with his, hers, or their just and reasonable charges to be sustained by reason of any such default of payment.

And I give and bequeath to the said Rosanna my wife all such Bed, Bedding, Furniryre and things as are usually in the Bedchamber in which we sleep, and I do hereby declare that the provision hereby made by my said wife shall be by her accepted or Lien Bar and satisfaction of all her Dower or Thirds in my Real Estate. And as to all my Monies, Securities for money, Household Goods, Cattle, Corn, Farming Stock and other Goods, Chattels and Personal Estate whatsoever by me not herein by me otherwise disposed of (after payment of Debts, Funeral Charges and the Probate of this my Will). I give and bequeath the same and every part thereof unto my said two sons Robert Garrett and Mumford Garrett, their executors, administrators and assigns, equally to be divided between them part and share alike, and I do appoint the said Robert Garret and Mumford Garrett executors of this my last Will in witness thereof, and have to this my last Will and testament on two sheets of paper set my hand and seal, that is to say my hand to the first sheet thereof, and to the second and last sheet my hand and seal, this thirteenth day of August in the year of our Lord One Thousand Eight Hundred and Two, 

Robert Garrett X Signed Sealed, Published and declared by the said Robert Garrett, testator, for his last Will and Testament in the presence of us who have at his request subscribed our names as witnesses thereto in his presence and in the presence of each other.

On the fifteenth day of March in the year of our Lord One Thousand Eight Hundred and Eight before the Rev. John Mutterfull, Clerk Surrogate, by the oaths of Robert Garrett and Mumford Garrett (sons of the deceased and the executors) to whom administration was granted, they being first sworn duly to administer.
