     Not all the people recorded here were guilty or accused of a crime. Many were witnesses, or on record as constables etc.  However any one following up on these names has to warned that some of the people named, both men & women, were hung or branded.

     Where the expressions “read” or “branded” occur in the records it means that the accused had claimed benefit of clergy. The courts from the Middle Ages allowed a minor punishment for less serious capital crimes where the accused was a clerk or clergyman. In 1305 this benefit was extended to secular clerks who could read or understand Latin.

       Originally the test in Latin was to read the first verse of the 50th Psalm. After the Reformation the reading was from the English version. The convicted person was not hung but branded on the thumb. This had become a way of mitigating punishments for first offenders. It was abolished in 1827.    

     The clerk’s spelling can be very varied & we have tried to give the more usual versions as well. Not every woman called a spinster was unmarried. Where the description is of a married woman, it may reflect her occupation.

A date in […] indicates that it has been taken from a source other than the Sessions or recusant documents. A recusant was a member of the Roman Catholic faith who refused to attend the local Anglican church.
